1.     Apologies for absence
Councillors Chapman and Moss.  Apologies accepted.
2.
Dogs in Garden of Rest
The Deputy Clerk reported that there have recently been a number of incidents of dog fouling in the flower beds of the Garden of Rest.  It is believed that there is only one dog owner responsible and the Police and Leeds City Council Enforcement were aware of the problem and were taking active steps to apprehend the dog owner.  The current sign is rotting and needs to be replaced.  Following discussion it was agreed that the Deputy Clerk should try and source a brown sign with light-coloured wording to state “Dogs must be on a short lead” and have “No fouling” and “Pick it Up” logos beneath.  There should be two signs – one at each entrance.

Allocation of bonfire surplus money
The Deputy Clerk reminded members that at the last Council meeting it had been decided that the surplus money from the bonfire should be used to purchase a piece of play equipment and referred the matter to the Property Committee.  The amount available was £914.08 and the only equipment that could be purchased and fixed for this amount was a Springer.  The following quotes had been received:

The committee asked that any monies left be used for refurbishing and repainting existing play equipment.

Additional use of Scaur Bank by Wetherby Athletic Football Club
The Deputy Clerk reported that she had received a request from Wetherby Athletic Club that they be allowed to use the pitches at Scaur Bank Monday to Friday during the day for training purposes to take some pressure off their pitches over the river.  Following discussion:
Resolved:
The Wetherby Athletic Football Club be granted permission to use the pitch which they currently use under licence on a Saturday and Sunday, during the week for training purposes.  There may be occasions when the area is not available for use, eg., if booked for other events, such as the Scout District event in June each year.

7.1
Crossley Park
Councillor Bentley reported that Mr Bentley had received confirmation from the Woodlands Trust that they would commencing work at Crossley Park on 10th March 2015.

Logs on the Triangle of Land adjacent to Hudson Park

The Town Clerk reported that the log that had been on this area of land had rotted.  The Town Clerk had approached Leeds City Council Forestry who had confirmed that they could provide two logs for this area.  There may be a nominal charge for delivery but it was agreed that the logs would be a good addition to this area.

Duck Race on the Wharfe

The Town Clerk had received a letter from Wetherby Lions asking permission from Wetherby Town Council, as landowners being responsible for the stretch of the Wharfe adjacent to Scaur Bank, for a Duck Race to be held as part of the Food Festival in July.  It was agreed that this should be a good event and the Town clerk confirmed that she would need to receive a copy of the Risk Assessment for the event, which she felt sure the Lions would have in hand, which would need to include:
· Confirmation that the River Authority had been informed

· Provision of collection of all ducks

· Stewarding along the river bank

Terms for signage to be erected on Town Council Property

SECTION 1

Community Events

The definition of a community event is that it is being run for the benefit of the town as a whole and is not for raising money for specific causes. Example are the Farmers Market/Dickensian Market, Thursday Market, Christmas Light Switch-On and Tour de France or similar event.


1.1
Banners


Banners are allowed to be placed on the following locations for not more than 14 days in advance of the event.

a. Raby Park – no sponsorship allowed
b. Bridgefoot – no sponsorship allowed
c. Garden of Rest – no sponsorship allowed
d. Town Hall side railings on the south side – sponsorship allowed
The banners placed at locations b and c to be of a standard size 7ft long x 2ft deep and at location a and d these to be a maximum of 10ft long x 2ft deep.  
All banners erected must be removed within 1 day after the event.

NB  Renton & Parr may give permission for a banner to be erected across Church Street

SECTION 2

Charity/Fund Raising/General Events

The definition of a charity/fund raising event is that it is being organised to raise money for specific causes/charities.  Examples would be Beer Festivals, Bentley Bark, Charity Coffee Mornings, Garden Parties and School Fetes etc. 


2.1
Banners


Banners are allowed to be placed for not more than 14 days in advance on the side railings on the south side of the Town Hall.  

As for 1.1 this to be a maximum of 10ft long x 2ft deep and may contain sponsorship information.

Terms for posters to be erected in accordance with Leeds City Council’s Flyposting on Street Furniture Policy.

Posters 

The purpose of the poster is to inform the local community of the event.  No wording must be used that advertises businesses or sponsors.

Posters to be a maximum of A4 in size and not more than one sign to be attached to each item of street furniture.  However the same size and design poster, placed back to back, on one item of street furniture, in a mirrored fashion, would be classed as one sign.  Signs must not be fixed to poles carrying mandatory traffic signals/signs so as not to conflict with permanent direction of regulatory signs.  Posters may, room permitting, also be placed on the Notice Board in the Garden of Rest.

Posters must not be erected for more than 14 days in advance of the event date and must be removed within 1 day after the event.

NB  An officer of Leeds City Council may remove signs on the public highway under the auspices of The Highways Act 1980.
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
