Hudson Park
2.1   Encroachment
The Deputy Clerk informed the Committee that letters had been delivered to all homeowners and responses had been received from all but one.  WTC is seeking further advice and clarification from Leeds City Council and will then be informing all homeowners of any action that is required of them.

Path
This matter had been referred to the Property Committee by the full Council in September.  It had been discussed before but it had previously been decided that no action should be taken.  Councillor Trower suggested that L Philliskirk & Son of Kirk Hammerton be approached for advice.  They are land drainage specialists.  Others who may be approached are Fletchfield Services and Oris Construction who did the work for the water pipe in the cemetery.
